The months of February and March begin CSAP testing and focuses our efforts on student achievement tests. Third graders will take their CSAP Reading tests on February 15th and 16th. Students in 4th through 10th grades will be taking the Transitional Colorado Assessment Program (TCAP) tests March 6th through 15th. These tests are designed to inform students if they meet, exceed, or fall short of Colorado state standards in specific academic areas. Test times will take place in the mornings from approximately 7:50 to 11:00 and in the afternoons with varying schedules per grade level. We appreciate your support in ensuring that your child is present and ready to perform well during these test times.


March 15th also marks the end of the 3rd quarter. There will be no school for students on March 16th, but teachers will be utilizing this time for professional development as well as grade preparation. Parent/teacher conferences will be held on March 21st & 22nd from 3:30-7:00. It is important that you schedule a conference with your student’s teacher and attend to discuss academic progress or any issues or concerns that you may have.


During these conferences you will be asked to complete a school survey sent out by the District office. These surveys are given each year to parents, staff, and students throughout the District to determine how well our school and District are performing. The results of the surveys are reviewed by school and District staff to see what programs and processes are working and what areas are in need of improvement. Your feedback is important, and we encourage you to attend in order to complete this survey.
